ECON 200 – Principles of Microeconomics

In this course, I served as a recitation leader, running a 48 minute review session for each section once a week.  I also attended the lectures twice a week and assisted the lecturer with administrative tasks.  Contact information for the lecturers is available upon request.
ECON 201 – Principles of Macroeconomics

In this course, I served as an independent instructor, teaching an hour and 48 minute lecture/discussion section twice a week.  Course content focuses on providing an introduction to macroeconomic issues and theory.

ECON 367.01 – The American Economy in the 20th Century

In this course, I served as an independent instructor, teaching an hour and 48 minute lecture/discussion section twice a week.  This was a “Second-Level Writing Course” which gave students practice in various forms of writing and analysis.  Course content focuses on American economic history through the 20th century, with special emphasis on the roles that government played in economic crises.
ECON 367.02 – Current Economic Issues in the US

In this course, I served as an independent instructor, teaching an hour and 48 minute lecture/discussion section twice a week.  This was a “Second-Level Writing Course” which gave students practice in various forms of writing and analysis.  Course content focuses on current issues with an emphasis on the impact of normative stances on economic arguments.
ECON 501.01 – Intermediate Microeconomics

In this course, I served as an independent instructor, teaching an hour and 48 minute lecture/discussion section twice a week.  Course content focuses on consumer and producer theory, with some game theory included.

ECON 502.01 – Intermediate Macroeconomics

In this course, I served as an independent instructor, teaching an hour and 48 minute lecture/discussion section twice a week.  Course content focuses on various theories of the business cycle and growth.

ECON/INT STDS  556 – Cooperation and Conflict in the Global Economy

In this course, I served as an independent instructor, teaching an hour and 48 minute lecture/discussion section twice a week.  Course content focuses on various issues in international political economy from trade policy to development to the choice of currency systems.
